Editorial

40th anniversary of IFOR - **Shaping the future of OR”

Dear all,

The 40" anniversary of IFOR, held in August at ETHZ, offered an excellent opportu-
nity to share ideas about the current standing of Operations Research in acade-
mia and industry and how our discipline must further develop to meet the chal-
lenges of the field in the coming years.

Together with Martine Labbé (EURO President), Brenda Dietrich (INFORMS Presi-
dent) and Tatsuo Oyama (Vice-president of the Japanese OR Society), | was
asked by the organizers to develop on the main achievements of OR, the
strengths and weaknesses of OR today and the way forward to give more visibility
and credentials to our discipline.

Despite its size and diversity, | strongly believe that the Swiss OR community has a
role to play in the renewal of our discipline as part of an interdisciplinary process.
The business environment is favourable and the demand for mathematical model-
ling skills is growing. Training in OR clearly prepares students for many roles in busi-
ness and in academia. The changes foreseen in the OR institutes must be seen as
a positive factor in the medium term even though OR no longer has a single
natural “home” in either academia or industry. To cope with this, it is essential to
create a common entry point to an expert network in OR where students inter-
ested in OR and decision makers searching for OR solutions can find assistance. If
we all work together, the OR institutes, our association and the associated
societies can definitely help in this regard.

40th Anniversary of IFOR at ETHZ

As mentioned in the editorial by our president Daniel Costa, Brenda Dietrich
(INFORMS President), Tatsuo Oyama (Vice-president of the Japanese OR Society)
and Martine Labbé (EURO President) and Daniel himself had been asked by the
organizers to analyze the main achievements of OR, the strengths and weaknesses
of OR today and to show a way forward to give more visibility and credentials to
our discipline.

Professor Hans-Jakob Luthi of the IFOR thinks that the outcomes of these
contributions and the succeeding discussions were pretty well covered by the
contribution of the IMFORMS president Brenda Dietrich. He therefore invited the
editor to publish the following text of Brenda Dietrich.

Operations Research / Management Science Today

| recently attended the 40th anniversary celebration of the
Institute for Operations Research at the Swiss Federal Institute
of Technology in Zurich. | was asked by the organizers to
speak on the challenges facing the field of operations
research, specifically the health and future of INFORMS.
Although I've studied and worked in the field for more than a
qguarter of a century, | had never given serious thought to
these issues. | have a very good view of the challenges and
health of O.R. within a portion of the business community, but | had never taken
the larger view, encompassing both the academic side and the application side
of the profession. To broaden my perspective, | asked members of the INFORMS
board to share their views based on specific questions posed by our Swiss
colleagues, which | have paraphrased here.

1. What are the strengths and weaknesses of O.R. as a professional discipline?
What makes O.R. unique?

2. How is the existence of O.R. justified?

3. How visible is O.R. in the United States in academia and society? What
can/should be done to increase visibility?

4. What are the intellectual challenges in the coming years?

The field of operations research has several distinguishing characteristics: its
breadth, as evidenced by the variety of techniques and tools employed; its depth,
as evidenced by the rigor and complexity of many of the individual tools and
techniques; and its range, as evidenced by the number of application areas and
linkages to other fields. O.R. is sometimes distinguished from other fields by its use of
abstraction; specific problems are abstracted to models, and results (complexity,
algorithmic, structural, etc) are derived for the models, rather than for the
individual problems. Finally, we noted that O.R. has no single natural "home" in
either academia or industry. In academia, it lives in engineering school, business
schools and in some math departments; in industry, it may fall under finance,
information technology, strategy or other organizations. As we listed these
distinguishing characteristics, we debated as to whether each was a strength of
O.R. or a weakness. Each characteristic can be used as a strength or could be
regarded as a vulnerability. As for uniqueness, any attempt to separate O.R. from
another discipline serves only to limit the field of O.R.

Historically, a strength of our field has been our ability and wilingness to assimilate
techniques from other fields and to apply abstraction and analytic methods to
problems (either real world or theoretical) that had not been well modeled. The
operations research literature contains numerous articles testifying to the value of
individual O.R. exercises in industry and government, and our practitioner
community can cite far more examples that have not been published. Given the
range of academic and industrial positions held by our society members and by

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graduates of our academic programs, we can also argue that O.R. training clearly
prepares one for many roles in business as well as in academic. Each of these
observations can be used to support a justification argument, but why should O.R.
be obligated to justify itself either in academia or industry?

Visibility remains a concern for our profession, even among those who would
benefit from our field. INFORMS is working on this, but it is a daunting task. Demand
for the practice of O.R. (and hence dependent demand for O.R. training and
research) is generated from applications — from decisions-makers in business or
government who either use O.R. directly, contract for the use of O.R. by others or
have O.R. embedded in their business processes. It is also generated by other
engineering and scientific professions who must solve, for example, optimization
problems, in the course of their professional activity.

Supply, and some demand, is generated by the education sector, particularly high
school and university mathematics, business, economics and other related
departments. Students who show a talent for mathematics should be exposed to
O.R. early in their education.

Unfortunately, few high school teachers are currently knowledgeable about our
field, and some math professors are reluctant to steer promising students to other
departments. Activities are underway to provide O.R. examples and curriculum for
high school math teachers.

INFORMS and other professional societies can and should "market" the profession,
but word of mouth campaigns by individual researchers and practitioners will play
an important role in reaching the target audience.

The intellectual challenges of the future come in two flavours: computational
challenges and modeling challenges. As O.R. is used to "solve" one business
problem, larger problems encompassing more detail, more decision steps or a
broader scope emerge. Continued work on algorithms to address ever larger
problems is required. We should also be expanding the domains in which we work,
moving into areas where there is a wealth of data but few obvious physical laws.
Many businesses would benefit from better models of human behaviour and
variability. Deployment of O.R. will be facilitated by developing industry-specific
modeling frameworks that insulate the application builder from the underlying
solver.

We seem, at least in the United States, to have a reasonable balance between
demand for O.R. and supply of O.R. But the demand, especially in industry, could
be dramatically increased through better marketing.

Without adequate capacity to create supply, this increased demand may be
filed by other professions or disciplines. The O.R. community may wish to apply
some capacity planning models to its own profession.

Pas d'événement majeur a signaler pour cette année si ce n'est la magnifique
performance d'avoir réuni plus de 2000 participants au congrés EURO XXl a
Prague. Cette manifestation qui est la grand-messe de la branche attire des
chercheurs du monde entier a lIimage des congrés d'associations mondiales.
Comme dans les grand-messes le plus important est parfois caché |a ou on ne s'y
attend pas : ici ce sont les couloirs de I'Université des sciences économiques de
Prague qui ont offert a tous les participants un forum idéal pour des rencontres
aussi fortuites que fructueuses.

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AIRO 2007

On January 2007, Renato De Leone (University of Camerino) started his term as
new President of the Italian Association of Operational Research (AIRO). One of
the primary aims of his presidency is to increase the number of members of the
association, in particular collective members. In order to attract new members the
goal for the next year is to improve the quality of the offered services, to increase
visibility and to define and offer new courses on OR related subjects mainly
dedicated to industries.

The most important AIRO event in 2007 has been the “Giornate di Lavoro”
(Working Days). In this occasion members meet, discuss and presents their
activities. The “Giornate di Lavoro” were organized in September in Genova and
the subject was “Quantitative methods to program and manage Health
Organizations”. The conference has had a great success both for the high number
of participants and the quality of the presentations. Next year the “Giornate di
Lavoro” will be held in Ischia (near Naples) with the title “Optimisation and logistics
in transportation and communication networks”.

In February AIRO has organized in Cortina d'’Ampezzo the winter meeting in
memory of Mario Lucertini and Stefano Pallottino.

The relationship with FIMA (ltalian Federation of Applied Mathematics) is growing
with a new joint event planned in Champoluc in January 2008 entitled “Energy
and Environment: new challenges to mathematical modelling and applications”

There are important working commissions inside AIRO, Commissione Premi Airo,
Commissione Comunicazione Esterna, Commissione ESI (EURO Summer Institute),
Concorsi e Rapporti con Scuole Superiori, Commissione Formazione e
Trasferimento (tecnologie). Last year three new fellow members have been
nominated, Prof. Giorgio Gallo, Prof. Pierre Hansen and Prof. Paolo Toth. Past
President, Prof. Roberto Tadei has been nominated Socio Onorario.

Promotion of OR was supported with meetings and initiatives to motivate Italian
journalists. An interesting output is an article in the most important Italian
newspaper (Corriere Della Sera) titled “Doors open to managers of numbers”

The 40R journal is an established journal of good quality. This year the journal has
been evaluated and accepted by ISI (now Thomson Scientific) which evaluated
around 2000 journals and accepted only around 200.

An der Universitat Bern wurde erstmals ein ,,Young Swiss Economists Meeting* fur
Doktoranden durchgefuhrt. Von den Organisatoren wurden 10 Beitrage fur die
Tagung ausgewabhlt. Fur jeden Beitrag stand eine Stunde fur Referat, Koreferat und
Diskussion zur Verfigung und im Gegensatz zu den grossen wissenschaftlichen
Tagungen, bei denen in der Regel nur 20-25 Minuten pro Beitrag zur Verfugung
stehen, war eine eingehende Diskussion der Beitrage maoglich. Gesamthaft kann
diese Veranstaltung als grosser Erfolg gewertet werden, da sie von den beteiligten
Doktoranden als ausgezeichnetes Forum fur die Prasentation und Diskussion ihrer
Forschungsergebnisse angesehen wurde.
